


UNIT AND CORPS HISTORY

136 Regional Cadet Unit (Redlands)

136RCU (Redlands) was officially formed on 5 October 1993. The Unit was

originally established to cover Alexandra Hills, Wellington Point, Thornlands and

Stradbroke Island. This spread proved impractical and the final disposition of

the Unit was A Company at Alexandra Hills and B Company at Carmel College.

In July 1997 the amalgamation of 121RCU (Wynnum) and 136RCU was

ordered to take effect the following year. 121RCU was designated A

Company and 136RCU designated B Company of Moreton Regional Cadet

Unit (MRCU), which was officially formed on 1 January 1998.

On 1 January 2002 the two Companies again commenced independent

operation with Alexandra Hills being designated 136 Company MRCU. On

1 January 2003 the Unit was re-designated 136RCU (Redlands). The current

designation of 136ACU (Redlands) Australian Army Cadets became effective

from 1 January 2004.

136ACU (Redlands) is proudly fostered by 2nd Combat Engineer Regiment

located at Gallipoli Barracks, Enoggera. 2CER supports training activities and

supplies stores and equipment.

The Australian Army Cadets

1900 Cadet Units established in NSW, Qld, Vic, and Tas.

1906 Commonwealth Cadet Corps raised, with Units prior

to this being under State control.

1908 Cadet Units established in WA and SA.

1910 The Defence Act 1910 recognised the Corps as part

of the Universal Military Training Organization.

1939 Permanent Military Forces Staff withdrawn from

Cadets because of impending World War.

1941 PMF Staff again posted to Cadets in recognition

of the importance of Cadet Training in preparation for war.

Due to the increase in numbers and size of the Cadet Corps, approval was given

in December 1944 to issue uniforms at Public Expense. In 1945 approval was

given for the expenses for Annual Camp to be paid from the Army budget.

The title “Australian Army Cadet Corps”was officially adopted in 1951. The

Corps was disbanded in 1975, although many school based units continued

independent operation. In 1981 the Corps had a strength of 20,650.

In 1996 the Corps insignia was changed with the Queen’s Crown being

removed and replaced by the Australian Army Badge, commonly known as

“The Rising Sun”.
